In any premises to protect against a backflow risk up to a Fluid Category 5.

IRN RO10

Water supplies shall be a reasonably balanced pressures from a common source (e.g. hot and
cold supplies both from the same storage or both from a supply pipe). Where the fitting is
supplied from unbalanced supplies (e.g. hot and cold supplies from separate sources) a
‘Listed” single check valve or some other no less effective backflow prevention device shall
be fitted immediately upstream of both hot and cold water inlets.

Installation

Important: If the fitting is installed at low pressure (tank fed), then the minimum distance from
the underside of the water outlet to the cold water tank should be at least 10 metres to ensure

adequate performance.

This mixer should be installed in compliance with Water Regulations. For further details please

contact your local Water Authority.

Where the supplies are unbalanced i. e. hot water from the cylinder tank and cold from the

mains, approved check valves must be fitted in the supply pipes.

1. lIdentify all components are present prior to

installation.

2. Install the mixer body (1] to the sink, ensuring
the plinth (3] is fitted between the mixer
body (1) and the sink.

3. Screw the threaded rod (8) into the bottom

of the mixer body (1).

4. Slide the washer (4) and triangular
spacer (6] onto the threaded rod (8]
up to the underside of the sink.

5. To secure the mixer in place tighten
the fixing nut (7) onto the threaded rod (8]
until it is fully tightened against 0 I—]"
the triangular spacer (6).

6. Screw in the flexible connecting

pipes (9) by hand only (DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN).

7. Connect the hot and cold water supplies, and operate

the handles in both directions letting the water flow for
a few minutes to check all joints and connections for

any leaks.
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Maintenance

General Cleaning

Your fitting has a high quality finish and
should be treated with care to preserve the
visible surfaces. All finishes will wear if not
cleaned correctly. The only safe way to clean
your product is to wipe with a soft damp
cloth. Stains can be removed using washing
up liquid. All bathroom cleaning products
(powders and liquids) will damage the
surface of your fitting, even the non - scratch
cleaners.

Note: Never use abrasive detergents or
disinfectants or those containing alcohol,
hydrochloric acid or phosphoric acid.

Bristan recommend E-cloth for

cleaning all of our bathroom &

kitchen products. Using just

water, E-cloth gives a smear

free, deep clean by breaking up
and holding dirt, which normal cloths leave
behind. Order through your Bristan stockist

Maintenance

We advise that your fitting is regularly
serviced in hard water areas to maintain
optimum performance.

If your fitting begins to leak the following
should be carried out.

Isolate both hot and cold water supplies to
the mixer valve by either:

 Turning the water supply off at the mains
stopcock or

* Turning off the isolation valves to the mixer
valve.

1. Unscrew the grub screw (1) on the
underside of the handle (2).
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2. Pull the handle from the spline of the
valve (3).

3. Unscrew the valve using a suitable spanner.
4. Carefully clean the valve and valve seating
0. If necessary replace the valve

6. Fit the valve back into the tap body and
tighten fully using a suitable spanner

6. Push the handle (2) back onto the valve
spline and replace the grub screw (1).
