“. Care and use

The Sanispeed is designed to handle the waste evacuation from a bath, kitchen sink, dishwasher and washing machine - in a light commercial
situation. Its powerful pump will deal with every day normal usage.

Warning: Do not dispose of solvents, paints (do not wash paint brushes in sink), caustic, acid or other chemicals into these products.
