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TROUBLESHOOTING

1. REASONS FOR DIFFERENT CHARGING 
TIMES.
Your charge time can be affected by many reasons, which 
are not defects in your product. If the battery pack is only 
partly discharged it may be re-charged in less than 30 
min. If the battery pack and ambient temperature are very 
cold then recharging may take 1hour. If the battery pack 
is very hot it will not re-charge because the internal 
temperature safety cutout will prevent it.
If the battery pack is very hot you must remove your  
battery pack from the charger and allow your battery pack 
to cool first to ambient temperature and then recharging 
can be started. If you charge a second battery pack 
immediately after the first then the charger can be 
overheated. Always allow at least 15 minutes rest 
between battery pack charging.

2. REASONS FOR DIFFERENT BATTERY PACK 
WORKING TIMES.
Charging time issues, as above, and having not used a 
battery pack for a prolonged time will reduce the working 
life of the battery pack.
This can be corrected after several charge and discharge 
operations by charging & working with your tool. Heavy 
working conditions will use up the battery pack energy 
faster than lighter working conditions. Do not re-charge 
your battery pack below 0°C and above 50°C as this will 
affect performance.
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UK PLUG REPLACEMENT
The fuse in the main plug of your charger should always be 
replaced with one of identical rating.
Check the voltage given on your charger matches the 
supply voltage.
The charger is supplied with a fitted plug, however if you 
should need to fit a new plug follows the instruction below.

IMPORTANT
The wire in the mains lead are coloured in accordance 
with the following code:
Blue ---Neutral
Brown ---Live

The wire that is coloured blue must be connected to 
the terminal that is marked with the letter N. The wire 
that is coloured brown must be connected to the 
terminal that is marked with the letter L.
A 13 AMP (BS1363 or BS1363/A) plug must be used and 
a 3 AMP fuse must be fitted.
