WARNING: This appliance must only be used for heating water.

Installation

It is essential that this appliance is installed correctly. Installation should comply with all local electri-
cal, and health and safety requirements.

The unit must be installed on a solid concrete / brick wall by a qualified fitter. The Company does not
accept any responsibility for the safety of any unit not installed this way.

Use the template (see page 15), to mark the position of the 3 mounting holes. Drill the wall and insert
suitable wall plugs.

Remove the outer casing following the instructions as detailed and secure the boiler to the wall using
5mm (10g) screws.

1) Lock tap in open position

2) Remove 5 fixing screws from outer case (1 top and 4 bottom as shown in diagram)
3) Pull entire case forward

4) Fix appliance to wall

5) Re-assemble product by reversing steps 1-3
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Location:

Ensure the appliance is on vertical surface and the base of the appliance is horizontal.
Consideration should be given for serving requirements.

It is recommended that the unit is installed over a sink or draining area.

Ensure that safe operational access to the appliance is unrestricted.

Do not site the appliance directly beneath wall cupboards, other wall mounted appliances and
low ceilings that are susceptible to damage from water vapour.

Where the appliance is to be wall mounted, it is recommended that the safe working height
from the floor to the tap is approximately 1400mm.

Do not use your water boiler outside.
All water boilers should be installed 100mm from any adjacent surfaces.
Do not place appliance on or near hot surfaces.

Do not allow your appliance to freeze. If this happens, do not operate the appliance and contact
the manufacturer.

Appliances to be operated in ambient temperature 5°C - 30°C.

Important: This appliance is only to be installed in locations where it is overseen by and where clean-
ing and maintenance is restricted to trained personel.

Important: Access to the service area is restricted to persons having knowledge and pratical experi-
ence, in particular as far as safety and hygiene is concerned.

Supply Cord:

Do not continue to use the water boiler if a fault is indicated.
Do not use the boiler if it has been damaged in any way.

Do not use accessories or attachments which we have not recommended as they can cause
hazards.

Always switch off, empty and disconnect the auto fill water boiler before moving the unit.

WARNING: To avoid being scalded when the water boiler is in operation or has been switched off,
keep hands away from any steam. Be particularly careful not to touch any hot surfaces, especially
when descaling the product.

Once it has cooled down,
unplug before adjusting, moving or cleaning.

Before Connection to the Power Supply

¢ Remove any protective coating from the outer panels.

e Check the available power supply corresponds to that shown on the rating label of the appli-
ance.

Water Connection

e Connection to the cold water supply and the appliance is made via the hose supplied.
¢ In hard water areas, it is advisable to fit a filtration unit to limit scale deposits.

Electrical Connection

e All electrical work must comply with all relevant wiring regulations and carried out by a quali-
fied electrician.

e 3kW models require connection to a 13 Amp double pole isolating switch.
e Isolation switches for the appliance must not be obstructed and accessible.

e To protect against fire, electric shock and personal injury, do not immerse cord, or water boiler
in water or any other liquid.

Overflow & Drainage

e Asan option the boiler overflow outlet may be connected to a drainage system.

Note: There may be some steam emissions from the vent at the base of the appliance during the initial
fill stages but the steam emissions will lessen as the volume of water increases in the tank.

WARNING: The flexible hose connected from the over flow also acts as a
vent for the appliance. Under. no circumstances should this flexible hose
become blocked or restricted in any way.

her nsideration

e Isolate the appliance from the mains supply when cleaning or not in use.
e Keep the exterior surfaces of the boiler clean and dry at all times.
e Do not touch hot surfaces. Always use handles or knobs.

¢ Do not immerse the appliance in water or other liquid and always ensure the electrical connec-
tions are kept dry.

¢ Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance malfunctions
or has been damaged in any manner.

Connection to a water supply:
Remove the outer casing (see installation). Push Blue pipe
into the grey fitting.

EXTERNAL CLEANING GUIDELINES:

TO CLEAN, WIPE OUTSIDE OF YOUR WATER BOILER WITH A DAMP CLOTH. IT IS RECOMMENDED
THAT THIS IS DONE DAILY. STUBBORN STAINS MAY BE REMOVED USING A GOOD STAINLESS STEEL
CLEANER OR NON-ABRASIVE CLEANING.

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Descaling

The descaling procedure must be performed by trained personnel as it requires the removal of pan-
els from the boiler and access to live electrical components. Always use a descaling agent suitable for
stainless steel.

Isolate the boiler from electrical supply.

. Allow the water to cool approximately 60°C

Drain the boiler down through the dispensing tap

Lock the dispensing tap in the open position and remove the outer casing by removing 1screw
from the top of the appliance and 4 screws from the base of the appliance (shown in image 1,
2)and pull the entire outer case assembly forward (image 3). This will give access to the water
tank.

Remove the insulation on top of the tank, remove 4 screws (image 4) and remove the tank lid.
Add descaling agent in accordance with manufacturers instructions.

Re-fit the tank lid/insulation and outer casing assembly.

Turn on the electricity and allow the boiler to operate normally for approximately 45 minutes.
[solate the boiler and allow to cool down.

Drain the boiler down again through the dispensing tap

Remove the tank lid again, to inspect the tank and level detectors for scale deposits.

Drain the tank completely using the service valve and a suitable vessel

When empty, ensure the valve is closed.

Re-fit tank lid, ensuring the gasket is sealing the top of the tank correctly.

Re-fit insulation

Re-fit outer casing assembly and turn on the boiler

In hard water areas where a large build-up of scale has formed, you may need to physically scrape
from the tank. If this is required, ensure care is taken and not to damage the level sense probes.

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FAQ’s

. Are there any restrictions as to where I should locate my water boiler?
