
Instruction leaflet

When changing  a bulb,  always  switch  off  at the mains
and allow  the bulb to cool  before handling.  Dispose  of
used bulbs  carefull y. Use a soft cloth  to handle bulbs,
avoid directly  touching  the bulbs  as this will  shor ten
their life. Do not exceed the wattage stated or use a
different  shape bulb from  that indicated  on the fitting. 

Rotate decorative  bezel anti-clockwise.  Drop down  and
slide bulb out from  clip.  To refit,  slide bulb into clip,  and
refit the the decorative  bezel.

Ensure free movement  of air around the fitting  by
removing  any roof  void insulation  from  at least 100mm
around the hole. Under no circumstances  must  these
fittings  be covered  with  insulating  matting  or similar
material.
•  The ceiling surface mus t be flat and smoot h to ensure 

a good fit.

•  Push the spring clips upwards and fit the two arms 
into the ceiling  hole. See diagram  1 overleaf.

•  Push the unit up unti l firmly in position , ensuring that 
the cable is not trapped. See diagram 2 overleaf.

•  Adjust the tilt of 52332 /52333 /52334 /7600 7 before 
switching  on.

•  Replace fuse or circui t breaker and switc h on. Your 
light  is now  ready for  use.

Fitting

Fitting/replacing the bulbs (Max. 50W GU10 Halogen)

We recommend  cleaning  with  a soft dry cloth.
Do not use solvents  or abrasive cleaners as these could  damage the finish.

Layout

being cut, trapped or damaged.

Installation
• Attach the spring clips to the body of the recessed 

unit by squeezing the sides together and locating 
the spring coils over the two metal tabs. Ensure 
that the terminal block bracket is fitted at the same 
time, with the terminal block pointing away as show 
in diagram 1. Ensure the longer arm of the clip is 
uppermost and the shortest points away from the 
bulb.

• After deciding the layout of the light fittings ensure 
that the cables are long enough to connect to the 
desired positions.

• Wire as detailed below.

This product is Double Insulated and does 
not require connection to an Earth circuit.

Please read these instructions carefully before 
commencing any work.

This unit must be fitted by a competent and qualified 
electrician.

Install in accordance with IEE Wiring regulations and 
current Building Regulations.

To prevent electrocution switch off at mains supply 
before installing or maintaining this fitting. Ensure 
other persons cannot restore the electrical supply 
without your knowledge.

This light fitting should be connected to a fused circuit.

If replacing an existing fitting, make a careful note of 
the connections.

Always use the correct type and wattage bulb.  Never  
exceed the wattage stated.

When changing a bulb, always switch off at the mains 
and allow the old bulb to cool down before handling.

Dispose of used bulbs carefully and responsibly.

This product is suitable for dimming when used in 
conjunction with a dimmable lamp. Always check 
dimming capability of the intended lamps.
