These mixing valves have also been tested to the TMV2 and TMV3 schemes and
comply to BS EN: 1287 and BS EN: 1111; so long as they are commissioned and serviced
in line with TMV standards.

General Cleaning

and electroplated finishes.

Maintenance

Temperature Adjustment

This valve is pre-set to a maximum
outlet temperature of 43°C.

It can be adjusted to have a maximum
temperature between 30°C - 55°C

IMPORTANT: To comply with the <
TMV scheme, this valve cannot have a
mMaximum outlet temperature of 44°C.
If set higher, it will no longer comply
with the TMV scheme.
Please see the TMV manual supplied U

with this valve for more details.

To adjust the temperature, follow
the steps below:

1. Turn on the valve and set to the
mMmaximum temperature.

2. Remove the anti-tamper cover (17)
from the body (12). Using a suitable
hex key, insert through the head

Maintenance

Cartridge Cleaning

To clean the cartridge, follow
the steps below:

1.

Isolate the hot and cold water
supplies. Remove the anti-tamper
cover (17).

Note: If you have purchased the
MT753CP-ISO, simply turn the screws
in the isolation assemblies (4G) to
isolate the water supplies.

Unscrew the head assembly (20)
from the body (12) using a suitable
spanner.

IMPORTANT: Note the position of
the Adjusting Screw (18) before
removing. It will need to be replaced
in the same position in order to
maintain the current maximum
temperature.

Remove the thermostat (10), piston
assembly (8), thermostat housing (16)
and return spring (11).

Soak all components in a suitable
solution until fully de-scaled. Check
all seals and O-Rings for damage and
replace if necessary.

Re-grease parts using a WRAS
Approved grease and reverse the
steps to re-assemble the valve.

. Turn on the water supply and check

all joints and connections for any
leaks.

Follow the Temperature Adjustment
process to check and re-calibrate the
maximum temperature.
