GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

WARNING! Read all safety warnings,
instructions, illustrations and specifications
provided with this power tool. Failure to follow all
instructions listed below may result in electric shock,
fire and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future
reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-
operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark
areas invite accidents.

b) Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases
or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the
dust or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away while operating
a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

a) Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify
the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs
with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs
and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.
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b) Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces,
such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators.
There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is
earthed or grounded.

c) Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions.
Water entering a power tool will increase the risk of electric
shock.

d) Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying,
pulling or unplugging the power tool.

PERSONAL SAFETY

d) Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning
the power tool on. A wrench or a key left attached to
a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal
injury.

e) Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at
all times. This enables better control of the power tool in
unexpected situations.

f) Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or
jewellery. Keep your hair and clothing away from
moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can
be caught in moving parts.

g) If devices are provided for the connection of dust
extraction and collection facilities, ensure these are
connected and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust-related hazards.

h) Do not let familiarity gained from frequent use of tools
allow you to become complacent and ignore tool
safety principles. A careless action can cause severe
injury within a fraction of a second.

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

a) Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power
tool for your application. The correct power tool will
do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

b) Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn
it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be controlled
with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

c) Disconnect the plug from the power source and/ or
remove the battery pack, if detachable, from the
power tool before making any adjustments, changing
accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive
safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool
accidentally.
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d) Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and
do not allow persons unfamiliar with the power tool
or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power
tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

e) Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or
binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any
other condition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power tool repaired
before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained power tools.

f) Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained
cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less likely to
bind and are easier to control.

g) Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc.
in accordance with these instructions, taking into
account the working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for operations different
from those intended could result in a hazardous situation.

h) Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry, clean and
free from oil and grease. Slippery handles and grasping
surfaces do not allow for safe handling and control of the
tool in unexpected situations.

BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

a) Recharge only with the charger specified by the
manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for one type
of battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with
another battery pack.

b) Use power tools only with specifically designated
battery packs. Use of any other battery packs may create
a risk of injury and fire.

c) When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from
other metal objects, like paper clips, coins, keys, nails,
screws or other small metal objects that can make a
connection from one terminal to another. Shorting the
battery terminals together may cause burns or a fire.
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d) Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from
the battery; avoid contact. If contact accidentally
occurs, flush with water. If liquid contacts eyes,
additionally seek medical help. Liquid ejected from the
battery may cause irritation or burns.

SERVICE

NAILER SAFETY WARNINGS

a) Always assume that the tool contains fasteners.

Unexpected triggering will discharge the fastener
causing an injury.

e) Use caution while removing a jammed fastener. The
mechanism may be under compression and the fastener
may be forcefully discharged while attempting to free a
Jammed condition.

f) Do not use this nailer for fastening electrical cables.
It is not designed for electric cable installation and may
damage the insulation of electric cables thereby causing
electric shock or fire hazards.

g) Do not use this nailer to fix cables. /t is not designed for
electric cable installation and can damage the insulation
of the cable, which can lead to electric shock or a fire
hazard.

h) Use suitable detectors to determine if there are hidden
supply lines or contact the local utility company
for assistance. Contact with electric cables can cause
fire and electric shock. Damaging gas lines can lead to
explosion. Breaking water pipes causes property damage.

i) Hold the product only by the handle grip (3) and ensure
that the on/off trigger (2) is not pressed down in the work
area.

j) Consider the space that is available in the work area. Nails
may penetrate thin workpieces or slide off workpieces
during work on corners and edges, thus endangering
person.

Press the belt hook (8) in its compressed direction, and then rotate the belt hook
(8) counter-clockwise by approx. 130 degrees until you hear a slight click and lock
sound, then release the belt hook (8) (Fig. H, steps 1, 2, 3).

The belt hook (8) can be hooked on your belt or pocket as shown in Fig. I.

Follow the same steps above to retract the belt hook (8) at the opposite angle.
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1. Check the product, battery pack (not supplied) and charger (not supplied) as well
as accessories for damage before each use. Do not use the product if it is damaged
or shows wear. Take care of any problem you find or have the product checked by
qualified specialist.

2. Double check that the accessories and tool attachments are properly fixed.

3. Always hold the product on the handle grip (3). Keep the handle dry to ensure safe
operation.

4. Ensure that the air vents (6) are always unobstructed and clear. Clean them if

necessary with a soft brush. Blocked air vents may lead to overheating and
damage the product.

5. Remove the battery pack (14) immediately if you are disturbed while working by
other people entering the working area.

6. Do not overwork yourself. Take regular breaks to ensure you can concentrate on
the work and have full control over the product.

7. While working, ensure that the product does not strike hard objects, as this can
cause damage.

5. Press the safety yoke (12) on a piece of scrap soft wood, then squeeze the on/off
trigger (2). The safety yoke (12) and the on/off trigger (2) should move smoothly.

6. Lift the safety yoke (12) from the scrap soft wood, check if the safety yoke (12) will
be automatically drawn back.

7. Squeeze the on/off trigger (2) without pressing the safety yoke (12), the firing
should not be performed.

8. If any malfunctions occur, stop using the product immediately and return to the

dealer.

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Important safety features

1. In full sequential firing operation mode, pull the on/off trigger (2) within
5 seconds after the safety yoke (12) is pressed, the nailer will fire once; pull
the on/off trigger (2) later than 5 seconds after the safety yoke (12) is
pressed, the nailer will not fire.

2. The power switch cannot be turned on when the safety yoke (12) or/and the
on/off trigger (2) are pressed down.

3. If the power switch is turned on for 30 minutes without using the nailer, the
power switch will automatically turn off; When not using the nailer, please do
not turn on the power switch, otherwise it may cause accidents.

° NOTE: There is a gap between the safety yoke (12) and the shot duct
1 (12a). Make several trials to nail at your desired position (Fig. L).

m Full sequential firing operation

1. Ensure the battery pack (14) is assembled on the battery docking port (7).
. Insert the nail strip (16) in the magazine (10).

3. Press and hold the power switch button (@) for more than 0.5 seconds to switch on
the product (Fig. K).

4. The power indicator @3, the firing mode indicator and the full sequential firing
mode indicator will light up as shown in Fig. K.

5. Turn the depth of drive adjustment (13) to a suitable setting.

6. Ensure that no people or animals are in the work area.

7. Hold the product firmly on the handle grip (3) with one hand. Always keep your
hand away from the shot duct (12a).

8. Press the safety yoke (12) onto the material/workpiece that you want to nail
(Fig. M, step 1).

9. Maintain the contact pressure and briefly press the on/off trigger (2) (Fig. M, step 2).

10. Once the nail from the shot duct (12a) has been completely driven in, release the
on/off trigger (2) and lift the safety yoke (12) from the workpiece (Fig. M, step 3).
